Pull strapping from cart and bring around load. Push sedl
on with flat side of seal facing outside of strap. (Figure 1)
Slide end of strap through bottom of seal and fold over the
end to form a“hook.” (Figure 2)

Squeeze the tension handle of the MIP-1610 down to the
base and put top strap through pusher tool with the sedl
against the nose of the tool. Release the tension handle to
clamp back down on the strap. (Figure 3) Be surethe
strap is flush with the inside edge of the MIP-1610.
Tighten strap by moving the tension handle back and forth.
Seal the pusher seal with an appropriate heavy-duty sealer,
according to sealer manufacturer’ s instructions.

With seal secured, tilt the whole tool forward over the seal
and back again approximately three times to bend and
bresk the banding. Squeeze the tension handle of the MIP-
1610 down to the base to release from the end of the strap.
